8. Maddox) and indirectly under
the U, S. Forest Reserve, is here
and throughout the state this week
making pleas for the preservation
of forests.

He tells us that the econntries
that are decadent are the ones
which neglect their forestry, —
countries like Persia, and othenr
Asiatic places, “How can we hope
for our state to prosper if we ruin
it by not advanecing our interest in
trees?” he asks.

We couldn’t live without wood,
for we are buried in wooden box-
es, which are shipped here in
wooden box cars, which is run over
tracks that have wooden ties, ete.
Ahout 25 per cent of our silk goods
are made out of wood.

Beaeuse of the neglect shown
